IELTS es una de las certificaciones de 

competencia en el idioma más valoradas y solicitadas por universidades e instituciones 

de educación superior en los procesos de movilidad estudiantil y académica.

7. PROPÓSITO FORMATIVO DEL CURSO 
 

This course will offer knowledge of and intensive / extensive practice in the widely 

recognised IELTS exam. The IELTS measures the language ability of candidates who are 

willing to work or study where English is the medium of instruction and the language of 

academic communication.   

 

The training sessions in this course will acquaint students with the exam format, the skills, 

and language required to pass the exam. 

 
8. OBJETIVOS DEL CURSO 
 

1. Familiarise the candidates with the overall structure of the IELTS exam. 

2. Introduce the language and strategies needed for each paper of the test. 

3. Present candidates with a set of linguistic forms and genres used in academic 

contexts required for the examination. 

4. Practise the exam in a friendly and relaxed atmosphere. 

 
 
9. METODOLOGÍA Y EVALUACIÓN: PLAN DE TRABAJO 
 
A) Descripción general de la metodología y la evaluación del curso: 
 

 

This course will be divided into two halves: the first half of the workshop will be focused 

on the receptive skills of the IELTS exam (Listening and Reading), whereas the second 

half of the workshop will be focused on the productive skills of the paper (Speaking and 

Writing). 

 

Most of the 90-minute sessions will be split into two parts: in the first section, students will 

be provided with a general background of the part of the exam to be worked on, the types 

of exercises and recommendations on how to approach each part of the corresponding 

paper. Whereas in the second section, students will have the opportunity to practise the 

different tasks of the corresponding paper, according to what has been doing throughout 

the session. 

 

Students will work individually or in pairs during the session according to the different 

tasks to encounter. For the receptive sections of the exam (Listening and Reading), 

students will work altogether in activities that involve awareness-raising tasks, strategies 

and specific language structures to pay attention to during the activities. For the 
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productive sections of the exam (Speaking and Writing), students will mainly work 

individually or in groups should some sections require help or peers’ feedback. 

 

Assessment 

 

There are no official marked evaluations (with marks from 1.0 to 7.0) during the course of 

this Workshop. However, students’ mock-ups will be marked using the scale established 

for this exam (1.0 to 9.0) and the possible level students could be achieving should they 

sit the exam in the short term, according to the standards of the Common European 

Framework of Reference (CEFR).
